The Health Ministry team is sponsoring a CPR/ AED Workshop on Sunday afternoon, February 19th
from 1pm to 4pm. The workshop will be led by Beth Addington, a certified American Heart
Association instructor and a volunteer with Chancellor Fire and Rescue. It will be held in the
Fellowship Hall and is the American Heart Saver Course combining basic CPR skills training with
instruction and practice in using an AED. The course will cover emergency response for infant, child
and adult. There is no written test for this course but lots of practice and instruction including
simulation using an AED like the one located outside the Fellowship Hall. The cost per participant is
$15.00 with the Health Ministry team paying an additional $30.00 for each participant and supplying
textbooks for reference before, during and after the course. This is a course for the lay public and we
would like to have as many as possible participate. A two year certification will be issued at the
completion of the course.

At the Health Ministry team meeting in November we
write a newsletter article on blood pressure. We will continue to take blood pressures on the first Sunday of
each month in the Health Ministry office after the 8:30a.m.and 11:00a.m. services. Following is background
information on the meaning of the numbers associated with blood pressure.

Blood pressure is the force of the blood pushing against the walls of the arteries as it runs through the body
being pumped continuously each time your heart beats. A blood pressure reading always has two numbers;
the top one indicates the systolic pressure which is the actual pressure of blood against the arterial walls when
your heart beats. The bottom number is the diastolic pressure and is the pressure between beats when the
heart relaxes. If your blood pressure is 120/74 mmHg we say it is 120 over 74 and thus the 120 is the pressure
when the heart beats and the 74 is the ongoing pressure when the heart is relaxed.

A systolic pressure of 140 mmHg or higher or a diastolic pressure of 90 mmHg or higher, is considered high
blood pressure or hypertension. Some physicians are concerned with pressures above 130 and 80 depending
upon if there are other chronic conditions or a persistent elevation. If either your systolic or diastolic blood
pressure is higher than 120/80, but not high enough to be considered high blood pressure, 140/90, you have
pre-hypertension. Pre-hypertension is a top number between 120 and 139 or a bottom number between 80 and
89 mmHg. It means it is time to take action to prevent a greater elevation (National Library of Medicine).

When high blood pressure is not diagnosed and treated, it can lead to other conditions, including heart attack,
stroke, and kidney failure so it is very important to monitor the pressure within your vessels. If you have a
persistent abnormally elevated blood pressure have it treated so that the pressure does not remain chronically
elevated. Over time, increased pressure in the vessels causes the heart to work harder and the vessels to
become weaker and damaged. It is essential to take medication if necessary to keep the blood pressure within
a safe range per your physician'‘s instruction.

What can you do to affect your blood pressure? To help keep blood pressure normal, things like eating a
healthy diet and getting more exercise are beneficial. Trying to control stress is also a good idea. Itis
important to think about ways to keep ourselves in balance physically, mentally and spiritually. Prayer, time
for meditation as well as devotional reading and writing help us to focus and are highly recommended for
controlling high blood pressure. May we all be involved in promoting wholeness of body, mind and spirit.
